Member Langer reported that of the 116 students who received EKG’s there were three (2.6%) that showed 
some type of abnormal reading by Midwest Heart’s Dr. Marek. Due to confidentiality District 74 does not 
know who the students are nor what follow up was done or if those readings were false positives.
